VINEYARD LEASE AGREEMENT

[bookmark: _GoBack]THIS LEASE AGREEMENT is made and entered into this the  	day of ______, 201_, by and between (VINEYARD OWNER), (“VINEYARD OWNER NAME") and WINERY, ("WINERY OWNER NAME")(collectively, "Parties").

<Vineyard Owner> owns a vineyard located at _____________________ in ______________ County, Virginia.  <Winery> wishes to lease a portion of such vineyard in order to produce grapes for the 
purpose of making wine within its Farm Winery.

WHEREAS, IT IS AGREED BY THE PARTIES:

l.  VINEYARD  LEASE
<Winery> will lease a  	acre portion (or “real property identified as the following rows”) of <Vineyard Owner's> vineyard as shown on the attached Appendix A (the "LEASED VINEYARD").  <Winery> will pay <Vineyard Owner> a rent on the said real property in the amount of $__________.  (or, alternatively, <Winery> shall pay to <Vineyard Owner> the sum of ___________DOLLARS ($___.00) per acre and said rent shall be due and payable on the following schedule:  _______________ DOLLARS ($___.00) at lease execution and ________________ DOLLARS ($______.00) on or before  _________________.

2.     GRAPE VARIETIES
The Leased Vineyard is currently planted with the following varietals, and has produced an average tonnage per varietal in the past (3) years:

<Vineyard Owner> certifies that the vines are true to type as indicated.  If the actual tonnage produced on the Leased Vineyard is lower than the tonnage listed above based on issues attributable to <Vineyard Owner>, the lease amount will be offset accordingly by the loss in value of the property.

3.  TERM OF LEASE
The term of the lease shall be for a period commencing <March 1, 201_> and terminating <December 31, 201_> or upon completion of harvest, whichever comes first.

4.   RENEWAL.  
<Winery> and <Vineyard Owner> agree that this lease shall automatically renew on a year to year basis unless either party gives notice of its intent not to renew the Lease at least 45 days in advance of the next existing Lease Termination Date.

5.  TAXES.  
<Vineyard Owner> agrees to pay all real estate taxes during the term of this Lease.

	

6.  NUISANCE.  
<Winery> shall not commit a nuisance on the Leased Vineyard or violate any Federal, State, County or 
City ordinance or laws, and it will not, by any act on its part, render the <Vineyard Owner> liable 
in respect to its operation.

7.   ASSIGNABILITY.  
There shall be no assigning of this Lease by <Winery> or subleasing any part of the Leased Vineyard 
without the specific consent of <Vineyard Owner>.  This Lease shall be binding upon the heirs and 
successors of the parties hereto.

8.  DEFAULT.  
If any rent required by this Lease shall not be paid within fifteen (15) days of the date due, and <Winery> 
has not paid such rent within (10) days of written notice, the <Vineyard Owner> shall have the right to terminate this Lease and recover from <Winery> the remaining amount specified in the Lease for the 
remainder of the term.  <Vineyard Owner> shall also recover all expenses incurred by reason of the breach, including reasonable attorney fees and expenses.  No other assets of the <Vineyard Owner> or of any 
officer, director, shareholder, partner, member, trust beneficiary or other individual principal of the 
<Vineyard Owner> shall be subjected to lien, levy, execution, or other judicial process for the satis-
faction of any monetary obligation of the <Vineyard Owner> to the <Winery>.

9.   MODIFICATIONS OR AMENDMENTS.  
This Lease may be modified or amended only by a writing executed by both <Vineyard Owner> and <Winery>.

10.    MISCELLANEOUS
This Lease Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the Commonwealth of Virginia, and all remedies available by law are applicable. Neither party shall be liable to the other for direct, consequential,  incidental or other damages, costs or expenses due to acts or delays for any cause beyond their reasonable control, including, but not limited to, fire, flood, earthquake, windstorm, other acts of God or the elements, embargoes,  government orders or restrictions, war or civil disturbances.

11.   ARBITRATION
Any disputes arising from the implementation of this agreement shall be subject to binding arbitration.   Each party shall nominate an agent who shall then name a mutually acceptable arbitrator who shall decide outstanding issues within thirty days of his designation, which shall be made within thirty days of a declaration of impasse.
